(WASHINGTON)—The Kennedy Center announced its June 2017 schedule of free daily
performances on the Millennium Stage today. Included in this month’s line-up are six
performances in collaboration with the DC Jazz Festival: Bass-ically Yours.

A presentation through Jazz in the 'Hoods, Bassi-cally Yours is an eclectic series of
free performances featuring D.C.’s leading bass-playing bandleaders on the Millennium
Stage June 11, 12, 14-16, and 19. Since 2005, the DC Jazz Festival organization has
provided enriching and entertaining jazz performances and programs that introduce

students and adults from all walks of life to jazz.

Other calendar highlights include a circus perfomance by UniverSoul Circus (June 24
and 25), presented in collaboration with the Smithsonian Folklife Festival and
performances from Serenade! Choral Festival (June 28-30), continuing the yearlong
celebration honoring the 100th anniversary of the birth of the Center’s namesake, the

late President John F. Kennedy.



Now celebrating its 20th season, the Millennium Stage is the only place in the U.S. to

offer a free performance every day of the year that is streamed live on the web. A full

schedule of Millennium Stage performances for the month of June 2017 is below.
